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PVC FIELD SEAMING STEPS

STEP 1
Overlap the membrane a minimum of 6". Be sure that the top membrane is lying fiat on
top of the bottom membrane.

STEP 2
With a clean cotton rag, thoroughly wipe clean both surfaces to be seamed. Eadl surface
should be free from dirJdusUmoisture.

STEP 3
Lay the top sheet on top of the bottom sheet. In 3-foot sections at a time, apply ~" to yz"
bead of seaming agent that will cover a width approximately 1" to 2" after being pressed
with a clean rag.

STEP 4
Vv'ith a clean cotton rag or a seam roller, apply pressure and wipe-down the top sheet to
help the seaming agent distribute evenly between the layers.

After making the seam, do not peel for 24 hours. Maximum seam strength will oc::ur over
time depending on temperature and humidity.

Seaming PVC in cool or cold conditions will require the use of heat guns. Preheat the
seam area, make the seam according to steps 1 - 4. Do not over-heat.

STEP 5 .
Upon visual inspection of your seams, apply additional seaming agent to areas on the top
sheet that are not sealed down. There should not be any "lips".
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
